Research Focus

Since the completion of the first Master degree, I have focused my research efforts on Sexual and Reproductive health area of Population studies. These twin research areas fall into the Social Problems area in Sociology. The driving force in focusing on this research area is that sexual and reproductive health constitutes one of the barriers to social and economic development in sub-Saharan Africa, and there is the need to comprehend the problems in order to proffer sustainable solutions. To this end, since 1998 I have been seeking to explain sexual and reproductive problems in Nigeria and other countries in the region through empirical research. I have conducted studies which findings have been presented at local, national, and international professional conferences. The presentations have attracted interesting scholarly debates. The products of the studies in sexual and reproductive health have appeared in reputable national and international journals. 
Current Research
I am currently working on two research projects that are based on analysis of Demographic and Health Survey (DHS) data.
